Two planning applications to develop Finborough Hall were
considered. The first concerning conversion into 28 residentigl
units (houses and flats) seemed to be impractical in view of
the price of the Hall and the necessary conversion. The

second application proposed an hotel and leisure centire with

a large number of chalets to be erected near the existing

EEB training school and for this application there did not
appear to be sufficient detail about the use of the main Hall
for the Council to form an opinioa.
