Ches tnuts Play Area

The Council has been concerned for some t i m e at the dere l ic t
state of the c h i l d r e n ' s play area cons t ruc ted on land ad jo in ing
the Ches tnuts Estate. You may recall that this play area was
ini t ia ted by a pe t i t ion signed by many r e s iden t s of the village.

On approaching the C o u n c i l ' s insurers they had ind ica t ed that they
would wish to see obsole te or dangerous equ ipment removed from
site wi thout delay. At i ts recent meet ing the Counc i l agreed in
view of the poor s ta te of the equ ipmen t , the lack of use , the
cont inuing vandal ism and the r equ i remen t s of the C o u n c i l ' s
insurers to remove all equipment f r o m the Ches tnu t s play area
site as soon as possible .

The noticeboard at Oak Close has been repaired f o l l o w i n g the
vandal ism of both doors.

School House

Counci l received a copy of a planning app l i ca t ion by the Su f fo lk
County Council proposing a new vehicular access f rom the access
drive off the end of Oak Close to the rear of the V C P school
house uti l ising a p iece of the existing school playing f ie ld .

Self Build site

The Counci l had no ob j ec t i on to the name sugges t ed by the Self
Build Croup for the access to the new deve lopment next to Oak
Close - "Kidd le f ie ld Drive". This had been based on his tor ical
research involving t i the maps of the area.
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Tillage Green

It has been agreed by the Counc i l to erect a series of tubular
steel posts on the vi l lage green nex t to Church Road to prevent
vshicular access to the green . This action fo l lows a recent at
the Pe t t iward Hal l when motor is ts a t tending used the green as a
park for their vehicles . The Counc i l was most concerned that
the surface of this pleasant green should not be permanently
damaged and so took these steps to prevent such practice.

Precept

At the recent meeting lengthy consideration was given to the
estimated Council spending in 1986/7 and the sum to be raised
by way of rates. It was generally felt that the parish rate
(for parish council purposes) should be kept at the current level
of 4 . 9p in the f . In order to do this requires a combination of
utilising balances in hand and possible reductions in spending.
Consideration of these matters is continuing.
