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Letter from Combs Rectory

The month of June, as well as bringing warmer weather,
tennis and the end of the exam period, also brings
some notable saints festivals in the Christian calendar.
There are some familiar names on the list, namely
Barnabas the Apostle celebrated on 12 June, the birth
of John the Baptist on 24 June and the shared festival
of St Peter and St Paul on 29 June.

St Peter, also known as Peter the Apostle and Simon Peter. Originally a
fisherman, was one of Jesus Christ’s twelve apostles and one of the first
leaders of the early Christian Church. Peter appears repeatedly and
prominently in all four New Testament gospels as well as the book of
the Acts of the Apostles. According to Christian tradition, Peter was
crucified in Rome under Emperor Nero after which he was venerated by
the church as a major saint and the founder of the Church of Rome.

St Paul, previously called Saul of Tarsus became commonly known as Paul
the Apostle, was a Christian apostle who spread the teachings of Jesus in
the first-century world. Generally regarded as one of the most important
figures of the time, he founded several Christiancommunities communities
in Asia Minor and Europe. Originally Paul was called Saul and lived as
a Pharisee, participating in the persecution of the early disciples of
Jesus. Whilst Paul was travelling on the road to Damascus  to search out
Christians he had what is commonly called a conversion experience. After
these events Paul was baptised and he made three missionary journeys to
spread the Christian message to non-Jewish communities throughout the
countries of the western Mediterranean.

St Peter and St Paul are associated with the creation of new deacons and
priests within the church so it is usual for services of ordination to take
place on the weekend nearest to their feast day of 29 June. This year,
these services will take place in the cathedral at Bury St Edmunds on 1
July. They are joyful occasions of celebration when those being ordained
as deacons and priests are surrounded by their families and friends. I’m
sure St Peter and St Paul would approve!
