Footpaths – Cllr Spencer had nothing new to report.

2021/2610
Correspondence – It was noted that residents of Church Road had not had their bins emptied due to parked cars allegedly blocking the access of the bin lorry. Residents have contacted MSDC and will monitor the issues.

Consideration was given to the request for the removal of posts from the village green at Church Road to accommodate additional parking on the green. It was agreed that the Council could not be supportive of more parking at this location at the expense of green space. Extra parking has recently been provided opposite the village green and this is thought to be sufficient at this time. Illegal parking on other village greens within the parish has been stopped in the past and it was agreed that this could not now be encouraged on the village green at Church Road. It was noted that public parking is available at the Middlefield Drive Car Park and the Valley Lane Car Park and no additional spaces could be provided at this time.

Street Lights – A report from the SL Working Group confirmed that a requote from Karl Lockwood the SCC Engineer was awaited and various funding streams were being investigated. Further consideration of the project to replace the street lights would take place once firm costings had been established.
