Minutes of Parish Council Meeting - It was proposed by Cllr Gemmell that the minutes of the previous Parish Council Meeting were approved, with all in favour. The Parish Council Meeting minutes of 14th January 2019 were signed as a true record.

Public Participation – Residents expressed their concerns regarding the quantity and speed of traffic using the Great Finborough end of Combs Lane, with their personal safety entering and leaving their properties and tending front gardens a particular cause for concern. Traffic monitoring was requested with council being given some survey results taken by a resident. Residents would like to see a 30mph limit created together with a reclassification to a B road. It was noted that using the VAS or Community Speedwatch gun might not be possible as this stretch of road did not hold a 30MPH limit however this would be confirmed. SCC Highways would be asked for any available data from previous traffic surveys. Cllr Otton confirmed that the Speed Panel at SCC that she used to extend the Stowmarket 30mph may be recreated for 30mph requests and that this might be an option if a 30mph limit was a preferred route.

Clerks Report - It was noted that new councillors needed to complete their Register of Interests within 21 days in order to take part in further meetings. It was confirmed that election nomination papers need to be in by 4pm on 3rd April. It was agreed that a poster be drafted to encourage people to stand as some existing councillors would not be continuing.

Cllr Matthissen's locality donation towards the new speed gun has been confirmed at £700.

It was noted that the planning application for 24 The Chestnuts has been refused. SCC Highways and MSDC Planning will now engage Legal Services to have the area reinstated and the unauthorised access stopped.


Mobile Post Office has finally begun service after initial teething problems.

It was noted that a recruitment drive has resulted in several new advertisers for the newsletter which will be beneficial in offsetting some of the printing costs. It was agreed that now the ratio of news to adverts was good and further advertising would not be sought at this time.

It was noted that one access gate to the playground was broken. It was agreed that this would be fixed in the open position to ensure safe exit if needed whilst a repair or a new gate could be sourced.
